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PubMed, PMC & PMCI

PubMed 
A service of the National Library of Medicine that
includes over 17 million citations from MEDLINE and other life
science journals for biomedical articles back to the 1950s. 
PubMed includes links to full text articles and other related
resources.

PubMed Central (PMC)
A subset of PubMed, PMC is a free digital archive of
biomedical and life sciences articles funded by the U.S. 
National Institutes of Health.  

PMC International (PMCI)
NLM + publishers + international organizations = PMCI
Long term goal:
• Multiple archive copies, multiple sites
• Broadens the scope of the OA collection
• Network proximity
