We thank you for your support throughout The Cochrane Library national license pilot project. The pilot, which began April 2009, has allowed us to compile compelling data that provides a solid rationale for a national license. While the pilot officially ended 1 February 2010, Wiley agreed to extend open access within Canada until another alternative could be reached. Open access in Canada will now officially end on 1 April 2010. From this date until the end of 2010, those visiting The Cochrane Library from a Canadian IP address will be directed to a Canadian-specific webpage with Library access options. Individuals are being offered a free six-month trial to the Library and organizations can purchase a subscription for a 10% discount. There will also be an opportunity for anyone who has not already completed our Library User Survey to do so and there will be an option to sign up for email communiqués regarding Library updates. 





We thank all of you who have renewed your subscriptions in 2010 and continue to support us. We continue to make every effort to secure a funding source for a permanent national license. We have made it this far because of your dedication and support.
